Together with its partners, Gawad Kalinga is now in the process of transforming 
poverty stricken areas with the goal of building 700,000 homes in 7,000 in 7 years 
(2003-2010).  To date Gawad Kalinga is in over 900 communities all over the 
Philippines and in other developing countries.
